Local teams consist of three members: roper, mugger, and milker. A wild, snot
slinging cow must be roped in a certain area of the arena, held at bay and milked into f
a bottle. The bottle, containing proof of mission accomplished, is then rushed to a
judge waiting at the opposite end of the arena. Many a coffee shop tale was built
around this home town spectacle. .

It’s back again this year as an added attraction to the fans. Outlaw & 5J have re-
introduced the wild cow milking to local cow punchers and buckaroos. Teams of
three will be competing for trophy buckles and cash. Teams must supply their own
rope, bottle, and guts.
